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The story of “Sedimentary and Vein Agates” begins in 
the Agate Valley of South Dakota.  The Jasper Forest 
Fire of 2000 exposed agate bearing rock.  Both of the 
sedimentary and vein agates fall into the uncommon 
category for agates. 

 

There are many agates from South Dakota, including 
Teepee Canyon, Fair Hills, and the most famous Fair-
burn Agates.  Another similar agate, “Dry Head Agate” 
comes from a Montana.  Dry Head agate name comes 
from the agate collecting area that early settlers called 
Dry Head from all the buffalo heads that accumulated 
at the Indian buffalo jump area.  One interesting feature 
of Dry Head agates is that they fluorescence under 
short wave UV lights.  Youngite agate from Wyoming 
also   fluorescences. 
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The program presented by Don Atherton was on the 
Science Olympiad Program in the Intermediate and 
High Schools. He has coached the Intermediate 
School of All Saints (6-8 grades) in the last four years 
on Rocks and Minerals. He gave some information 
on what the students are required to learn on rocks 
and minerals. They have to recognize and know the 
specimens by several processes for identification. 
They have to learn 57 minerals and 33 rocks which 
they are tested in several invitational competitions, 
regional, and state. They were able to go to the    
National Competition in 2007 and 2008.
