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It Is Fun To Be a Rockhound 
By June Koerper 

 
Arizona and New Mexico are favorite rockhounding locations.  Our son, Todd, lives in Needles, 
CA, that is just across the Colorado River from Arizona.  Let me start by reporting on the last 
days of our recent trip.  We were in Lordsburg, NM, on our way home.   Lyle looked at his notes, 
found the name and phone number for the local rock shop.  It was late afternoon, but he called 
and asked the important question:  “Are there any rockhounds around taking field trips?”“Yes,” 
was the answer.  “Several are here now.” 
 

We hurried to the rock shop, and now we are members of a rock club in Lordsburg with       
members from all across the United States.  We joined about 30 others on a field trip 35 miles 
by highway, 7 miles on a primitive road, and a short stretch of hardly any road at all.  Our      
destination was the Pollyanna Mine hunting for fluorite.  The day was calm, warm and sunny.  
Everyone was very friendly.  We found green and purple specimens.  Some people really dug 
into the seams.  We admired their tenacity and were satisfied to work through tailings and pick 
up some of the discarded materials from the diggers. 
 

Our Lordsburg experience was really fun.  The trip leader, a man from Pennsylvania, is the   
author of a field guide to the Lordsburg area that we have been using for a number of years.   
The Pollyanna Mine is not in his guide book. This group meets in Lordsburg in February and 
then gather again in some Northern location in the summer.  Last year they met in Wyoming. 
 

Now, here is a quick summary of the rest of our trip. We found petrified wood near Holbrook, 
AZ, on our way to Needles at a location we have visited several times.  It was windy and cold in 
Quartzite, AZ, so our stay there was limited as many of the dealers were closed.  We were 
“rained out” at a desert location near Wickenburg, AZ, where we had hoped to find apache 
tears. 
 

We attended a few of the 41 gem, mineral, etc., shows in Tuscon.  Lyle bought a 5-gallon 
bucket of dinosaur dung from Utah while we were with an Elderhostel group.  He still claims it 
was a good buy – the bucket was like new!  The bus driver apparently was impressed, or      
perhaps mystified.  His wife, who was one of the Elderhostel leaders, reported the next day, 
“When Frank came home he said someone bought a whole bucket of rocks,” 
 

The main Tuscon show was great with all prices of materials, and wonderful displays.  It was 
good to see familiar faces – Peggy and Gene Maggard.  The Elderhostel was six days, three in 
Tuscon and three in Nogales, USA.  We did spend a few hours “across the line” in Mexico. 
 

On the way to Lordsburg we went to the Silver Prince Mine south of Wilcox, AZ looking for    
galena and epidote.  The guide book said there was a miners cabin at the mine.  We found the 
cabin and the miner.  “Very few people come up here,” the young man said.  He was very 
friendly and invited us into his cabin to sign his “guest book” -- the wall off a sort-of auxiliary 
room.   The miner works for a company with mineral claims in the area – gold and silver. 
 

We did purchase some things throughout our travels -- some turquoise jewelry from a person 
who demonstrated silversmithing at our Elderhostel, an azurite and malachite specimen from 
the Morenci Copper Mine at the Lavender Open Pit Mine in Bisbee, 
beads, geodes from Mexico,  picture stone, and some supplies.   
 

Now we’re watching the mail for the newsletter from Lordsburg with                       
information on the summer rendezvous.  Yes, rockhounding is fun.
