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Chalcedony, named after the ancient Greek city Chalcedon,  is a form of silica, composed of 
the minerals quartz and moganite.  Chalcedony has a waxy sheen and ranges from opaque 
to semitransparent. It is found in a wide variety of colors, but is most common in white to 
gray, grayish-blue or a shade of brown ranging from pale to nearly black.  
 
In the gem trade the term chalcedony only describes white or lightly colored nodular or    
massive chalcedony. However, many semi precious gemstones are actually varieties of   
chalcedony.  These include agate, adventurine, carnelian, chrysophase, heliotrope, jasper, 
mtorolite, onyx, sardonyx and tiger’s eye.  Other forms of chalcedony include fint, and chert 
 
Chalcedony often chemically pseudomorphs (chemically replaces) other organic materials.  
Common examples are petrified wood, petrified dinosaur bone and coral.  Tiger’s eye, once a 
finely fibrous structure of crocidolite transformed into chadedony through the process of 
pseudomorphism.  The presence of impurities sometimes form a moss or tree like growth 
forming moss or dendritic agate.  Chalcedony can also form in geodes, lining the cavity with 
nodules. 
 
Early man made weapons and tools from many varieties of chalcedonly including agate,  
agatized coral, flint, jasper and petrified wood.  In the Bronze Age chalcedony was carved 
into intaglios, ring bezels, and beads.  Because hot wax wouldn’t stick to chalcedony it was 
often used for seals.  At least three varieties of chalcedony were used in the Jewish High 
Priest's Breastplate.  
 
Chalcedony can be found in some form in all 50 of the United States.  Arizona is best known 
for its petrified wood and fire agate.  Montana is known for its moss agate and South Dakota 
for Fairburn agates.  Oregon is known for its scenic jasper, agate and thunder eggs. 
 
Chacedony, in its many forms, is used to create a wide variety of products including table 
tops, jewelry and other works of art.  It is a favorite of hobbyist and professional gem cutters 
due to its beauty, variety and ease of cutting and polishing.  US production of gem chalced-
ony was valued at $1.9 million in 1993.  The production and use of chalcedony as a        
gemstone will continue to increase due its abundance, durability and beauty.

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 Coffeyville, Kansas is hometown to both of us. We are proud of that area of our state. We have led field trips to the 
southeast part of Kansas, each with special memories of both places and people. 
 
The Tri-State area starts about 50 miles east of Coffeyville on Highway 166 continuing east through Joplin, MO and  
covers an area 20 to 30 miles wide. As you pass through this area, you see huge chat piles, run-down rusty buildings 
and cars, mining machinery and debris.  It is not the most picturesque part of our state.  
 
After  living in this area for a large part of our life, it wasn’t  until we came to Wichita and became members of WGMS we 
had the opportunity in 1976 to go on a field trip to the last mine that still allowed trips into the mine, that we realized the 
beauty of what lie beneath the heaps of devastation above. 

 
The mine was located just south of Pitcher, OK, its name was the Mary Jane.  
Our 2 youngest sons and Curley’s nephew had gone with us. Our transportation 
into the mine was a cylinder about 3 ½ feet in diameter, maybe 7 ft tall from top 
to  bottom, with a steel rod in the center, just room for 3 people, if you were 
good friends!  This ‘bucket’, as it was called, had a cable attached to the top, 
and the cable was wound on a large spool at the top. They refer to this as a 
windlass. As you squeeze into the ‘bucket’, with your tool bucket between your 
feet and the ‘Operator’ of the windlass begins to lower you 220 ft. below the 
earth’s surface you begin to wonder if you have really made a good decision!         
 
We were in a large dimly lit room at our landing.  We saw a donkey and some 
canaries off to one side. We were told these were kept down in the mine so the 
air quality could be checked for dangerous gases.  There were narrow paths 
between the piles of rocks. Most of what could be seen was a dark material 
miners’ called ‘jack’.  We collected sphalerite that, in the mine looked red, but 
when we had it home and exposed it to the air above ground it turned a dark 
dull black. We were disappointed.  Large columns were left in strategic places 
for stability.  These proved to be the best places to look for the galena.  
 

Curley, I and our youngest son, Tim, and another couple elected to go to another part of the mine, leaving older son 
Roger and his cousin to explore the large room.  The new area was dark and we had to rely on our flashlights and    
courage to find our way.  We located a column and found a small cavity that had nice galena cubes in it. We were 
pleased.                
 
Upon our return to the top we found our son, Roger and his cousin sitting on the floor wrap-
ping their ‘finds’ in newspaper under the supervision of the manager. Seems they opened a 
cavity in one of the large columns and it was filled with ‘octahedral’ galena. A pyramid 
shaped galena, rarer than the more common square shaped!   
 
A dealer from Kansas City that was a ‘regular’ hunter at the mine watched intently. He told us 
that in all of his trips to the mine he had never found any of the octahedral galena. He was 
curious if we would be coming back to the mine to recover the rest of the galena the boys 
said remained in the column.  We would go back for   another 4 weeks in a row! 
 
Six weeks after our last visit we learned the walls of the mine finally gave in to the pressure of the water, flooding the 
mine.  We felt fortunate to have had the privilege of seeing and collecting beautiful treasures from the part of the Earth 
where we had grown up and had always believed to be so unsightly. 
 
We would recommend if you are in the area to take the time to go to the Tri-State Museum in Schiffendecker Park in 
northeast Joplin.  There you will see beautiful galena, dolomite, sphalerite, calcite, and many other mineral specimens.  
You will also see the machinery and learn the methods of mining that were used.  There is also a section donated to an 
antique museum. 
 

It is well worth your time and will help you understand the penalties that we are now paying for the destruction and    
contamination of so much of the area called “The Tri-state Area” in man’s quest for earth treasures to fulfill his daily 
needs.
